The Last Witness and Alone at Night were nominated for
Minnesota book awards in 2003 and 2004, respectively. Alone at
Night received the Minnesota book award for popular fiction
published in 2004 and was a finalist for the Barry Award for best
novel, awarded by Deadly Pleasures magazine.

Prior to retiring to write full-time, KJ Erickson was vice president
for risk management at the Federal Reserve Bank of Minneapolis.
